Purpose:
To co-ordinate the timing of all the teams.

Pre-Event Functions:

Become familiar with the website so that you can check it for updates.

Become completely familiar with the Timex Triathlon stop watches.

Hold a Timer training session a week or two before the races.

Read the Bootleg Sled Dog Race Guidelines.

Find someone to shadow you and learn your job.

Event Functions:

Friday night – Registration and Musher Meeting

Attend wearing your name tag.  Be prepared to answer any questions that the mushers may have regarding your function.

Saturday and Sunday

1. Obtain copies of the Official Race Program from the Race Office at least one-half hour prior to the first race of the day.

2. Obtain the Committee’s Chief Timer vest from the Race Office one-half hour prior to the race.

3. Obtain the Committee’s timer clocks from the Race Office one-half hour prior to the start of the race. 

4. Provide a timer clock and Race Time Program to each Assistant Timer and the Official Starter as appropriate.

5. Along with the Assistant Timers, co-ordinate the start of the timer clocks with the Official Starter one minute prior to the start time of the first dog team in each class.

6. Along with the Assistant Timers, proceed to the Finish Gate to record the finish times of each dog team in the race.

7. Confer with the Assistant Timers to determine the finish time of each team in the race.  The Chief Timer will have the final decision on finish times for each dog team in the race.

8. Record the race time for each musher appropriately on the Official Race Program.

9. Provide the finish times for each team in each class of the race to the Statistician immediately after the last team in each class passes through the finish gate.

10. Return the timer clocks to the Race Office at the end of the race day.
11. Arrange for 2 way radios as needed for start/finish area.
Saturday night

Attend Dinner

Sunday Closing

Return all Committee materials to the Race Office.

Post-Event Functions:

· Write down any suggestions that you have for the next Bootleg Sled Dog Race.  Please include any changes that you would like to see made to this job description. This information should be given to the Volunteer Co-ordinator who would also like to know if you are willing to do the job again next year and who shadowed you this year.

NOTES



The Committee owns four stop watches for the purpose of determining race times for each of the dog teams.  One watch will be retained by the Official Starter and the other three will be in the possession of the Chief Timer and his/her Assistants.  One of the team of Timers should be responsible for recording the finish time while the other three should be operating the watches and relaying the finish times for recordation.  The Timers should calculate the race times for each of the dog teams in the race as a cross-reference for the Statistician who will be entering the finish times in the Committee’s Results Program.

FINISH LINE TIMING PROCEDURE



As a team approaches the finish line, one of the timers with a stop watch will be assigned to be the timer for that team.  The assigned timer will note the bib number and freeze the stop watch at the instant the team crosses the timer finish line.  The assigned timer will relay the bib number and finish time of the team to the time recorder.  The time recorder will record the time provided by the assigned timer on the Race Timer Program.  When the assigned timer and time recorder confirm the time of the team was recorded correctly, the assigned timer will then unfreeze the stop watch and prepare for their next team assignment and the time recorder will prepare to receive the finish time for another team.
