Pre-Event Functions:

· Read the Bootleg Sled Dog Race Guidelines

· Acquaint yourself with the Bootleg Sled Dog Race web page and monitor it for changes.

· Meet with others in your job cluster as needed to prepare for the races.

· Identify a person to shadow you and learn your job.

Event Functions:

Friday night:

Attend the Mushers' Mess on Friday night where you will:

1. Wear your name tag

2. Pick up a parking pass, cell phone (if needed) and phone number list

3. Be available to answer any questions relevant to your job description.

Saturday  and Sunday:
1. Arrive onsite at least ½ hr. before the first race of the day

2. Check with the Statistician and pick up the race program, vest, megaphone

3. Inform the mushers of any changes in the class starting times. 

4. Meet with the Race Marshall to co-ordinate time and functions.  

5. Must co-ordinate with the Handler Boss who will organize the Handlers to bring up the appropriate dog team to the holding and start chute at the appropriate time.

6. Give the mushers approximately 15 minutes advance warning that their class is going to start.

7. Ensure that each dog team is in the start chute in the correct order according to          each team’s assigned starting time.  This is accomplished by having two teams ready in the staging area.

· If a dog team is not at the start chute at the assigned time, the team’s start time will commence as if the team has been in position to start and the team will be moved to the end of the class to start one minute after the last dog team of the class has started. 

· In the event that a competitor chooses not to run, the Race Marshal will communicate which team has withdrawn.  The team following this team on the schedule should be informed of the change and told which team to follow.
Saturday Evening:

· Attend the Meal and Mixer

Sunday Closing:

· At the close of the races, return your vest, megaphone and parking pass etc. to the Race Office.
Post-Event Functions:

· Write down any suggestions that you have for the next Bootleg Sled Dog Race.  Please include any changes that you would like to see made to this job description. This information should be given to the Volunteer Co-ordinator who would also like to know if you are willing to do the job again next year and who shadowed you this year.
