1. Arrive at the race site at least one-half hour prior to the first race of each race day.

2. Obtain from the Race Office:

· Sufficient copies of the Official Race Program for the handlers

· Handler Boss vest

· Handler armbands

3. Co-ordinate with the Chute Boss and Official Starter to ensure each dog team enters the Start Chute in the correct order at a time appropriate to their race starting time.

4. Co-ordinate Handlers to ensure each dog team has sufficient Handlers to assist the team in getting to the Start Chute in the correct order at a time appropriate to their race starting time.

Saturday night:

Sunday closing:

Return vest, armbands, and any other Committee material to the Race Office.
