Purpose:
To get the teams from the dog trucks to the start chute and from the finish chute to the dog trucks. To ensure that the dog teams get off to the best start and finish possible, maintaining the safety of the dogs, mushers and spectators.

Pre-Event Functions:

Become familiar with the website so that you can check it for updates.

Read the Bootleg Sled Dog Race Guidelines.

Attend a handler training session.

Obtain a parking pass from the Race Manager.

Event Functions:

Saturday and Sunday
1. Arrive ½ hour prior to the first race each race day.

2. Obtain handler identification from the Handler Boss.  This is to be worn throughout the races.

3. Report to the Handler Boss for dog team assignment.  This assignment changes throughout the course of the race.  Upon assignment, it is the Handlers responsibility to assist the driver in getting his/her dog team to the Start Chute and through to the Start Gate.  Once the team is started and on the race trail, the Handler must report to the Handler Boss for his/her next assignment 

4. Introduce yourself to each driver you are assigned to and tell them you are there to assist in getting the team to the Start Gate. Ask what the driver would like you to do.
5. Follow the instructions provided by the dog team driver in getting his team to the Start Chute and Start Gate.
