Purpose:
To start the teams at the appropriate time.

Pre-Event Functions:

Become familiar with the website so that you can check it for updates.

Read the Bootleg Sled Dog Race General Guidelines.

Find someone to shadow you and learn your job.

Event Functions:

Friday night

Attend registration wearing your nametag.

Saturday and Sunday
1. Arrive at the race site at least one-half hour prior to the first race of each race day.
2. Obtain the Official Race Program from the Race Office at least one-half hour prior to the first race of the day.

3. Obtain the Official Starter vest from the Race Office one-half hour prior to the races.

4. Obtain a timer clock from the Chief Timer one-half hour prior to the start of the race on race days and return it to the Chief Timer at the end of each race day.

5. Is responsible for starting each team at the start gate counting down to the starting time from 10 seconds and should provide 1 minute, 30 second and 20 second warnings as appropriate.

6. Is responsible for ensuring each dog team actually starts at the starting time assigned.


If a dog team is not in the starting gate at the assigned start time, his/her start time will be started as if the dog team was in place to start and that dog team will be moved to the back of the class to start one minute after the last dog team of that class has started.
7. Co-ordinate the start of the timer clocks with the Race Timers one minute prior to the start time of the first dog team in each class.

8. Co-ordinate with the Race Marshall the starting time of the first team for each class in the race.  This will be determined as the race day progresses.  Every effort will be made to adhere to the posted start times, however, extenuating circumstances may require that the start of a particular class be delayed or begin earlier than the posted start time.

9. Is responsible for directing the start chute crew to meet his/her expectations.

10. Co-ordinate with the Chute Boss to ensure dog teams are in the proper order in the chute at a time appropriate to their race start time.

Saturday night

Attend dinner

Sunday Closing

Return any borrowed materials to the Race Office.
