Purpose:
To facilitate orderly parking of musher and volunteer vehicles.
Pre-Event Functions:

Become familiar with the website so that you can check it for updates.

Read the Bootleg Sled Dog Race Guidelines.

Find someone to shadow you and learn your job.

Meet with the Race Marshal and Race Manager prior to the race to become familiar with the layout of the staging area and the structure of the musher and volunteer parking areas.

Staging Area security volunteer shall receive:

A copy of the Off-Site Security job description.


      Parking safety vest and a Race Information Pamphlet.

1. Arrive at the race site at prior to the posted time the race site staging area is open to mushers.

2. Allow access only to:



Dog trucks



Vehicles with a Rosebud Run Pass in the windshield



Emergency Vehicles



Obvious Press People



Deny access to anyone with a pet other than a musher – no exceptions

3. Obtain sufficient copies of the Official Race Program from the Statistician upon or prior to arrival at the race site and provide a copy of that Program to mushers as they enter the race site staging area as required.

4. On the first day of racing, direct each musher vehicle to an appropriate parking spot in the Staging Area.  During the course of the first day of racing, mark the location of each musher vehicle so that parking may be duplicated on the second race day.  (Mushers are supposed to know to return to that same parking spot on the second day of racing.)

5. On the second day of racing, direct each musher vehicle to the exact same parking spot in the Staging Area as they were located on the first day of racing.

6. On both days of racing, direct volunteer vehicles to the volunteer parking area.

7. Provide security services:



from 5:50 am to 8:30 am on Saturday and Sunday of the races

Saturday night

Sunday Closing

Return any borrowed materials to the Race Office.
